MG Draft

Interior designer meets car designer

Brook Anderson is well known for his stunning designs in some of the best houses in the country from Madonna’s manager to Dave Stewart from the Eurythmics.
One of Brook’s other passions are his cars, and after meeting Shaun Hibberd CAR designer and owner of Valley Gas Speed Shop one of the largest bespoke hot rod shops in the country who have built many high quality bespoke cars for people such as Lord March (Goodwood) and Julius Thurgood Aston Martin and Coy’s consultant.

With two designers and an iconic MG that is so loved by the British public. Brook and the team at Valley Gas decided to upgrade the car and bring the car into the present times using subtle changes. 
The Car has been lowered and stiffened for all time handling, the arches are flared for looks and clearance, and these arches give the car a more aggressive look. An MGC aluminium bonnet has been used then Valley Gas have louvered the bonnet this bonnet is not only good for looks but cooling too.
The stainless trim on the bonnet has been modified and shaped. Little things like the bonnet trim make all the difference in design as this was an MG only prototype feature that never saw production. 

All trim and the MG badge have been removed along with the front and rear bumpers. The front and rear valence’s have been rolled and smoothed out. Two scoops to the front have been added for brake cooling and you will notice that the original two small slots in the valences have been opened up into one to help cool the V8 which lies under the hood.
It’s only when you begin to look around the car that you notice small and unique touches for instance the number plates are held on with beautifully hole drilled polished brackets.
All the power comes from a Rover v8 3.5 with fast road cam, Holley carburettor, tubular exhaust manifolds, JW inlet manifold, upgraded oiling system. With all these performance parts this brings the power up to 225bhp. Then you start the engine and through the dual exhaust you get a deep powerful sound. Note that the exits are out the rear and all this is made out of stainless steel.

With all the attention to detail on the outside it was of no surprise that the interior was just as luxurious as you would have expected it to be. You are faced with engine turned aluminium, Smiths gauges and art deco style switches. Once sat in the car you feel that you are in an MG but just with so much more style you then begin to realise that the dash has been completely re designed for much better looks and functionality. You begin to take in the beautiful vents along with the Bvlgari time piece.
The MG has been rebadged to be named an MG Draft and is a car that will be offered for sale to the public. They will come in three different stages, even a convertible will be coming soon. The car shown here is a stage two. The stage three will offer a 350bhp small block ford which is a light weight total performance and track day car.
